A special thanks to ‘Woods Flooring” who have worked their magic restoring the
original Victorian floor boards in the guest lounge. Once the boards were revealed
there was a small amount of work to do to level and fix them. It was a challenge to

remove the black paint from around the edges as it was like tar. Two days of sanding
and several bags of sand dust later and we were ready to select the stain.

We chose a walnut stain, which darken slightly over time and especially as sunlight floods
in through the large windows. These floor boards have not been touched for over 80
years. In a building this old just think how many visitors have trodden the boards in this

room. If only the room could talk, the stories it could tell would be amazing!!
